• Subcontractors – Preference is given in the context of strong value-for-money to subcontractors 

who are 50% or more Indigenous owned. Subcontractors must be Indigenous Enterprises and 

registered with Servegate (servegate.org.au), Supply Nation (supplynation.org.au) or Canberra 

Business Yarning Circle (canberrabusinessyarningcircle.com.au) 

With respect to other Indigenous programs or strategies Business Review Group will initiate over the term 

of the resultant Head Agreements, we employ all reasonable endeavours to increase purchasing from 

Indigenous enterprises and employment of Indigenous Australians in the performance of our contracted 

engagements. 

Business Review Group supports an increase of opportunities for the employment of Indigenous 

Australians, along with the continued growth of supplier diversity in Australia.
